Eligibility and Entry

The Regatta will have the following divisions and classes: 

· Keelboats with a current IRC Rating.
· Keelboats and Multihull boats with a PY Rating. 

(Boats without a PY Rating will be allocated a Rating by the Regatta Rating Committee, based on the boat’s information provided)

Classes may be divided or combined subject to the number of entries in a class.

Classes for individual boats will be recognised subject to a minimum number of three entrants in that class.

Boats may enter by completing the accompanying entry form and sending it by email to Jeremy Simpson (js@jeremysimpson.com) no later than Wednesday 9th June 2010.  The organisers would appreciate any advance expressions of interest, to assist with event planning.
